	Helicopter Air Experience for NEW Members in June
Pilots with private helicopters are kind enough to provide FREE helicopter rides to New Club members for helicopter experience over Hong Kong in June.  We shall be flying out of Heliservices' Kadoorie Base, Kam Tin, New Territories.

The exactly date(s) shall be fixed and arranged with individual new members.

There will be weather minima restrictions.  Any cancellation due to weather will be deferred to the following occasion.  The flying activities shall be organised, co-ordinated and supervised by ground marshals to ensure safety, which is our top priority.

	Helicopter Flying for the Great Animal Migration in Kenya, Africa in August 2018
1st August 2018
We shall fly out to Nairobi, Kenya, on 1st August 2018, and check into 148 Nairobi, a beautiful hotel right next to Nairobi's Giraffe Sanctuary.  Warthogs, monkeys and peacocks roam freely through the garden and roars of lions travel from the nearby Nairobi National Park.
2nd August 2018

Visit Nairobi's Giraffe Centre where endangered Rothschild giraffe that can only be found in the grasslands of East Africa are protected.

Helicopter flight from Nairobi to Chyulu Hills National Park.  Check in the spectacular and deluxe Ol Donyo Lodge which offers beautiful views of Mount Kilimanjaro and the waterhole.  There are starbeds set up atop each suite for nights spent under the starry sky.  The lodge provides indoor and outdoor showers, deep stone tub, large stone fireplace and infinity pool.  Guided bush walk and game drives are available in the early morning and late afternoon.
Scenic helicopter flight over the Chyulu Hills with Ben Simpson, who was a member of HKAC in the past, and now operating a company in Kenya with a fleet of 7 Airbus Helicopters AS350B3.  Ben flies BBC and National Geographic to shoot the videos of the wildlifes and beautiful scenery of East Africa.
3rd August 2018

Flying to the summit of Mount Kilimanjaro which lies on the Kenya-Tanzania border, and is Africa's highest peak.  The helicopter flight would last for 2 hours over the forests, moorlands, alpine desert, the 3 volcanic cones of Shira, Kibo and Mawenzi, and the beautiful grasslands of the Chyulus.  We shall land for a picnic out there.

4th August 2018
Flying to Mazima Springs which is a beautiful national crystal clear spring full of hippos and fish.  There is an option to visit the baby elephants at Ithumbaㅡa David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust initiative.

5th August 2018

Flying to Masai Mara at low level over the swamps of Amboseli National Park with large herds of elephants knee deep in water feeding on the lush grass.  Lake Natron on the way is sometimes bright red in colour owing to the algae that thrives in the alkaline water.  Flocks of flamingoes and plains games can be spotted as we fly along the shore line.

We would touch down on a seclude spot for a coffee break, before flying west taking in the savannah landscape with its impressive herds of plains game, prior to arrival at Richards Camp in Olare Orok Conservancy for lunch.  More game drives in the afternoon to capture the wildlifes.
6th August 2018

Flying out to special spots on the Mara for a fabulous sundowner, after exploring the Masai Mara National Reserve and authentic cultural interactions.
7th August 2018

We shall follow the Great Migration by helicopter which affords spectacular views of the herds moving.  The renowned Masai Mara is one of Kenya's most acclaimed wildlife reserves, famous for its open savannahs, wildebeest migration, prides of lions and vast herds of plains game.
8th August 2018
Flying to Lewa Wildlife Conservancy, passing over wheat fields, the Mau escapement, the floor of the Great Rift Valley, series of lakes, through the saddle of the Aberdare Range, Mount Kenya and then onto the vast conservation area of Lewa, a natural landscape dominated by grasslands, shrubs land and acacia forests rich in wildlifes with some unique and endangered species being protected there.
Will check into the beautiful Sirikoi tented lodge, surrounded by 7,000 acres of private Lewa Wildlife Conservancy.  The Big Five roam freely and can be seen in abundance, such as, rhinos, buffaloes, lions, leopards and hippos.  There are over 350 species of birds, including Somali ostrich and the fantastic Kori bustard.
9th August 2018
Flying up to Mount Kenya, in the heart of Kenya on the equator.  Circulate above the twin peaks of Batian and Nelion in glaciers and rock faces.  Descending to either Lake Michelson or Lake Alice for light refreshments and a chance to fish for rainbow trouts.
10th August 2018

Flying out to scenic Sugata Valley, a dramatic part of the Great Rift Valley.  The first stop is the rim of the vast Silale Crater before following the Sugata's flood plains to the eroded red and brown rock of the Painted and Hoodoe Valleys, and the sand dunes of the Sugata Desert.  Flying over saline Lake Logipi to look for the lesser flamingos, then to Lake Turkana, with volcanic beaches, granite outcrops and lava flows.  The lake shores have revealed some of the world's oldest fossil finds, from dinosaurs to early man, discovered by the Leakey family.
Experience the Pokot culture.  The Pokot are nomadic pastoralists, living in a remote and desolate past of the Suguta Valley, just north of Lake Baringo.  They are independent and conservative by nature and have deep rooted cultural systems of governance.

Flying over the Mathews Range, known as a "sky island", exposing lush forest hills, craggy peaks, natural springs and rivers.  Untouched ancient cycad forest grows here in abundance.  Sacred sites of the Samburu lay hidden for feasting and dancing ceremonies.

11th August 2018

Flying back from Lewa to Nairobi by private charter King Air 500 light aircraft.  Doing our last minute shopping in Nairobi, before flying back home.
HKHC members are encouraged to form their own groups of five (5) to maximise the five passenger seats of the B3 helicopter.  July and August is the peak season of the Great Migration.  Please book and arrange early, usually 12 months in advance, as those lodges are small.
